ITC STYLE GUIDE

ITC does not edit the “camera ready” papers that are submitted for publication in the ITC Proceedings, but does edit all other material that appears in its publications. This includes paper titles, session titles, panel names, paper summaries, panel descriptions, tutorial descriptions, workshop descriptions and exhibiting company descriptions.

In making edits, we conform to accepted grammatical and punctuation standards. In cases where there are several valid choices, we have selected one to be our standard.

It would simplify the task of the editorial staff if people submitting material to be published conformed to our standards at the outset. It would also insure that the title on the paper that you submit will not be edited and changed for use elsewhere in our publications.
